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I. Module Description

Compliance begins at the initial onset of proposal develop. Managing the various compliance issues effectively at the pre-award stage potentially mitigates and/or streamlines the award management process throughout the life of a project.    
II. Module Overview 
In this module, participants will be presented with various compliance issues that may be identified at the proposal stage, such as intellectual property, export control, cost share, human and animal subjects, and space and facilities, and working with the UCF Research Foundation. In addition, participants will develop skills for identifying and managing compliance issues in relation to proposals. 

III. Module Objectives 
· Participants will gain the ability to identify various compliance issues at the pre-award stage.
· Participants will be able to apply knowledge of compliance issues to proposal development/review/management procedures. 
· Participants will be able to analyze the cause/effect of compliance issues identified in proposals in order to effectively manage these issues at the pre-award and post-award stage. 
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
