Export Control and Facility Security
II. Module Overview 
The purpose of this module is to provide instruction to SPaRKS2 participants in facility security and export control issues and criteria commonly found in Sponsored Program Pre and Post Awards.  The session consist of facilitators for 2 separate units that support the office of Research & Commercialization and UCF.. In the first session, participants will review the Facility Security Program at UCF. The types of security and attributes that contribute to the need for a well-established facility security program will be discussed.  In the second session, participants will review the export control program at UCF, acts and regulations associated with controls, methods to conduct a preliminary Export Control Assessment of Pre and Post award activities. 
III. Module Objectives 

· Participants will gain a better understanding of personal security responsibilities.

· Participants will gain a better understanding of the DOD security policies.

· Participants will gain a better understanding of administrative tasks related to the Facility Security review process.

· Participants will learn the importance of protecting government assets.
· Participants will gain a better understanding of the various export control laws, regulations and sanctions.
· Participants will learn what steps can be taken before a proposal is submitted or project commencement begins to comply with federal requirements.
· Participants will gain a better understanding of the red flags that commonly identify an export control issue.
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
